Bible study Deuteronomy 4: 13-14 

Week 1

The opening section is an introduction – do as much as you need to depending on how familiar your group is with this part of the Bible.

1. So everyone is on board with the setting for this book, ask people to pool info briefly – 

· what events led up to the book of Deut.

· What events happen immediately after it

· Read Deut 1:1a and 3 recounts the history of wandering for 40 years. Now they are on the edge of the promised land.

· This book contains a sermon Moses gives to prepare the people for this next stage – recalling what God had told them at Mt Horeb (Mt Sinai). Read Deut 4:12-14.

2. You will need a large sheet of paper for the next part of the study.

Read each passage and complete the chart – don’t overkill, just the main things that stand out, those discussion may arise out of what you discover.
