Easter – Good Friday and Easter Day.
(to be preached on 2nd and 4th April 10)
I have a Passover meal with a Christian emphasis if any group would like to have a go at doing this instead of a Bible study. You will need to do a bit of food prep but not a lot for a small group. There is a format of things to say – some songs I have used before that you could substitute for others or omit.

If you’d like to see it I can email it to you – let me know.

If you decide to do a study – I have focused on the titles we are going with over Easter.

What if….

There are a lot of ‘what ifs’ expressed in life. Some relate to minor things – what if I hadn’t left early, then I’d have been caught up in that traffic jam for hours. To more major things – what if I hadn’t gone to that party, I might not have met my wife/husband.

But there are major, major ‘what if’ questions that pepper history and make great novels.

This Easter – and the 4 Sundays after, we’re be looking at some ‘what ifs’.

So let’s start by brainstorming the Easter event ‘what ifs’.

You might like to do this as one group or divide the group in half. I think you’d get more people involved if you’d divided the group.

Perhaps write on a large sheet of paper what you come up with – gives people time to think and also to remember what’s been said.

Give one half of group

What if….Jesus never died on the cross?

Other half of group

What if ……Jesus never left the grave?

Get answers from groups and put sheets of paper where they can be seen.

Get group to circle any that they think the Bible deals with.

Get everyone to select one or two they would put at the top of the list as most significant – for both what ifs.

Perhaps you can score them on the large sheets and get people to say why it’s significant to them.

Can anyone think of any parts of the Bible that speak to these what ifs?

Let’s just look at one passage for each of the ‘what ifs’.

Read Heb 9:11-15

What if Jesus had never died on the cross – what answers would this writer contribute?

Read 1 Cor 15: 12-24

What if Jesus had never left the grave – what answers would this writer contribute?

What is one thing that you want to thank God for in what he has done in the death and resurrection of his Son?

Pray these prayers of thanks.
