Bible study 
Hebrews 10: 1-25


This section concludes the writer’s explanation of Christ’s death for us.

There is enough to cover in this study to start at v11. If you want you can read from the beginning, though you may have trouble getting to v19-25 which has a lot of application.

1. Read Hebrews 10: 11- 18
a. What has Christ accomplished that the whole sacrificial system of the Old Testament couldn’t do?

b. Re-read v14 – what does this verse tell us about our present situation before God and our ongoing situation?

(This verse combines the great truth that we stand completely forgiven and perfect in God’s sight, yet there is an ongoing need for us to grow in holiness)

c. Keeping these verses in mind, how might you help a Christian who is struggling with an ongoing sense of guilt and unworthiness?

2. Read Hebrews 10:19-25
a. From v 19-21, why can we have confidence to enter into God’s presence, called here the Most Holy Place?

b. What are the 5 consequences of having this confidence and having Jesus as our high priest – each one indicated by ‘let us…’

c. Look at each ‘let us..’

i. how is it related to the facts of v19-21

ii. try and think of at least one practical outworking of each ‘let us..’ – ie what are some ways we can put each of these into practice.

3. What challenges you most from either consequences of the confidence we have to approach God or from the reasons to persevere?
