
Psalm 149

Read the whole psalm.

A new song suggests a new situation - perhaps here one of victory over Israel’s enemies.

Looking at v1-5 to begin with - 

1. How would you describe the way Israel celebrates. (If group needs prompting -
a. what is their focus
b. what emotions are mentioned
c. what do they actually do to celebrate
2. What is God’s response to their praises?
3. How important is music and singing to you in praising God? (If group needs prompting - 
a. Would it matter to you if we didn’t sing in church

b. Do you ever sing to praise God on your own

c. Do you think how we feel when we sing matters as much as or less than the words we sing
Looking now at v 6-9

4. Are there things that you find unsettling in this section?
(Israel was a nation with God as their King. When people opposed them, they were opposing God. In OT times, Israel had been told to fight the enemies of God.)

5. We live this side of the cross and believers are scattered throughout the nations. There is no nation with God as their King in the way Israel was.
Look at the following verses and see what light they throw on the thoughts in this psalm.

v6-7
Eph 6:12, 17;  Hebrews 4:12

v8
2 Cor 10:5

More generally for v6-9.

Revelation 12:11; 2 Thess 1: 6-10

The psalm ends with - 

‘This is the glory of all his saints. Praise the Lord.’

In what ways will God’s final judgement warrant this response?
